II. Procedure:

A. When an offender receiving probation/parole supervision through the 11th District Court Service Unit is alleged to have violated his/her rules of supervision, the supervising Officer shall use graduated sanctions offered by the Court Service Unit and the court; i.e., house arrest, electronic monitoring, and community service.  (See Violation of Probation Supervision Suggested Graduated Sanctions).  

B. Violations of court orders or rules of probation/parole may be viewed in two categories:

1.
Legal violations are those in violation of county, city, state, or federal 
statutes; and,

2.
Technical violations are generally breaches of the rules of probation/ 
parole.

C. When the assigned, Officer has attempted to utilize all available alternatives and there is an accumulation of violations  (i.e., curfew, suspension, truancy, positive drug screens, failure to comply with treatment services, and law violations), he/she should file a formal petition of violation of the rules of probation/parole.  The petition shall state the following:

1.
The date the juvenile was placed on probation;

2.
The date, time, and manner in which the rules of probation supervision 
were given; and 

3. 
A specific description of the nature of the violation.

D. Prior to filing a violation of probation/parole, the assigned Officer shall review the violating youth’s case with his/her supervisor. 

E. On the date of the violation of probation/parole hearing, the case file including the signed rules of probation shall be available to the court.  Documentation of Sanctions imposed prior to the seeking of a formal petition should be forwarded or testified to in the Court for review at the dispositional hearing.

The following is a guide to be used by the Probation/Parole Officer in conjunction with a review by his/her supervisor.  The juvenile’s past criminal record and his overall response to supervision should be considered in deciding how to handle any violations of the rules of supervision.  Suggested sanctions can be imposed individually or in combination, depending on the action of the juvenile and the positive behavioral change sought.
