Standards for Reporting Violations to the Court
and Filing Modifications

A.  Standards for Mandatory Petitions for Modifications

The juvenile probation counselor (JPC) or a representative from the JPC’s unit must petition for a modification hearing under the following circumstances. 

1. Whereabouts unknown. 

A. The JPC or unit must petition the court for a modification hearing subject to call and request a warrant no later than two judicial days of determining the youth’s “whereabouts are unknown.” 

“Whereabouts unknown” means:

(1) (a) the youth has been absent from home for at least 24 hours without the parent’s or guardian’s consent, and 

(b) the JPC does not know the youth’s location; OR

(2) (a) The youth does not have a permanent residence, and 

(b) has failed to maintain contact with the JPC as required.

B. The JPC may file a petition for a modification subject to call and request a warrant even if the youth has been absent from home for less than 24 hours if:

(a) the JPC does not know the youth’s location, and 

(b) circumstances of the youth’s absence indicate the youth may be a runaway or otherwise pose a danger to self or others.

2. Failure to make probation contacts.  If the JPC has been unable to make face to face contact with the youth as required by contact standards over a forty-five day period, the JPC or unit must petition the court for a modification hearing no later than two judicial days following the 45th day.  

3. Violation of a “no contact order.”  No later than two judicial days of the JPC receiving notice of an alleged violation of a no contact order, the JPC or unit or must petition the court for a modification hearing.

4. Other violations.  For all other violations of the court order, the JPC has discretion whether to petition the court for a modification hearing. 

B. Standards for Reporting All Other Violations to the Court

The JPC shall report all other violations to the court on a quarterly basis using the Probation Compliance Checklist.  The JPC and supervisor shall review the youth’s compliance with probation conditions and violations during the quarterly reviews. The JPC and supervisor shall sign the Probation Compliance Checklist prior to submitting the checklist to the court.
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
